Public Housing

In Kitakyushu, public rental housing with inexpensive monthly rent is provided by the
prefecture, city, and public housing supply corporations. Each has their own eligibility
conditions for residence.

(1) Municipal Housing

To qualify, you must have an address in Kitakyushu City and a period of stay exceeding
three months as stated on your residence certificate, as well as meet certain income
requirements.

Applications for municipal housing are accepted through either a lottery (held in April, June,
August, October, December, and February) or a point-based selection (held in June, August,
October, and February).

Applications can be submitted at the Municipal and Public Housing Consultation Counter of
each ward office.

(2) Prefectural and Other Public Housing
Conditions to enter public housing depend on the organization. Please have someone who
understands Japanese with you when requesting information.
